7 월 초 한국을 방문했던 시진핑 중국 국가주석은 중국이 추진하는 1000 억달러 규모의 

AIIB(아시아인프라투자은행)에 한국이 가입할 것을 권유했다. 하지만 미국은 이를 탐탁하게 
생각하지 않는 상황이다. 지정학적으로 한국처럼 강대국 사이에 낀 나라는 전쟁터가 되든지 
아니면 그들을 화합시켜서 더 큰 체제의 중심이 되는 것 이외에는 선택의 여지가 없다.  중국은 
현재 외환보유액 약 4 조달러, 국제무역 규모 약 4 조 1600 억달러로 성장했지만 IMF 와 세계은행뿐 
아니라 ADB(아시아개발은행)에서도 미국의 견제로 경제력에 걸맞은 역할을 못하고 있다. 이에 
중국은 BRICS 국가들과 연합하여 IMF 와 세계은행에 대항해서는 NDB(신개발은행)를, ADB 에 
대해서는 AIIB 의 설립을 추진하고 있다.  2013 년 중국은 ADB 에서 출자 비중을 높이려 했지만 
미국과 일본이 반대하여 실현되지 못했다. 일본과 미국의 지분은 15.7%, 15.6%인데 중국은 
6.5%를 보유하고 있어 경제 규모에 비해 비중이 너무 작기 때문에 마찰이 생겼다. 이를 개혁하는 
것이 AIIB 설립으로 지역 갈등을 심화하는 것보다 유익하다.（15分） 

 삼성전자는 작년 3 분기에 10 조원이 넘는 영업이익을 낸 뒤 계속 내리막길을 걷고 있다. 가장 큰 
원인은 주력 제품인 스마트폰 기술이 일반화•평준화된 데다 스마트폰 시장의 중심이 고가(高價 ) 
제품에서 중•저가 제품으로 옮아가면서 가격 경쟁이 더 치열해지고 있기 때문이다. 특히 세계 
최대 스마트폰 시장인 중국에서 샤오미를 비롯한 현지 업체들이 무섭게 치고 올라오며 삼성을 
위협하고 있다. 스마트폰을 비롯한 모바일 사업은 삼성전자 영업이익의 60~70%를 차지한다. 
스마트폰 사업이 부진하면 곧바로 삼성전자 전체 실적이 곤두박질친다. 
삼성전자는 스마트폰 쏠림 현상을 완화하기 위해 태양전지, 자동차용 전지, 발광다이오드(LED), 
의료 기기, 바이오 사업에 적극 투자해왔지만 아직은 이렇다 할 성과를 내지 못하고 있다. 스마트 
손목시계를 비롯한 착용형(着用型) 기기와 사물인터넷(IOT) 관련 사업 전망도 불투명하다.（15分）

    The first person to use the term “cell” was Robert Hooke (1635-1703) of England, who was interested in how things looked 

when magnified. He chose to study thin slices of cork from the bark of a cork oak tree. He saw mass cubicles fitting neatly together, 

which reminded him of the barren rooms in a monastery. Hence, he called them cells. As it is currently used, the term “cell” refers to 

the basic structural unit that makes up all living things. When Hooke looked at cork, the tiny boxes he saw were, in fact, only the cell 

walls that surround the living portions of plant cells. 

    We now know that the cell wall is composed of the complex carbohydrate cellulose, which provides strength and protection to 

the living contents of the cell. The cell wall appears to be a rigid, solid layer of material, but in reality it is composed of many interwoven 

strands of cellulose molecules. Its structure allows certain large molecules to pass through it readily, but it acts as a screen to other 

molecules. Hooke’s use of the term cell in his publication, Micrographia, was only the beginning, for nearly 200 years passed before 

it was generally recognized that all living things are made of cells and that these cells can reproduce themselves.

    In the traditional American society of the past, male and female roles were easily defined by the division of labor. Men worked 

outside the home and earned income to support their families. Women cooked the meals and took care of the home and the children.   17   By 

the middle of the 20th century, however, men’s and women’s roles were becoming less firmly fixed. 

    In the 1950s, economic and social success was the goal of the typical American, but in the 1960s a new force, called the 

counterculture, developed.   18   The counterculture presented men and women with new role choices. Men became more 

interested in child care. They began to share child-rearing tasks with their wives. In fact, some young men and women moved to 

communal homes or farms where the economic and child-care responsibilities were shared equally by both sexes. In addition, many 

Americans did not value the traditional male role of soldier. Some young men refused to be drafted as soldiers to fight in the war in Vietnam. 

    In terms of numbers, the counterculture was a small group of people. But its influence spread to many parts of American 

society.   19   Industrial workers and business executives alike cut down on overtime work so that they could spend more leisure 

time with their families. Some doctors, lawyers, and teachers turned away from high-paying situations to practice their professions 

in poorer neighborhoods. Some young people joined the Peace Corps to share their skills with people in non-industrialized countries 

around the world. 

    In the 1970s, the feminist movement, or women’s liberation, produced additional economic and social changes.  20   Most of them 

still took traditional women’s jobs such as teaching, nursing, and secretarial work. Some women, however, began to enter traditional 

male occupations: police work, banking, dentistry, and construction work. Women were asking for equal pay for equal work and 

equal opportunities for promotion. Women’s groups were organizing more day-care centers for the children of working mothers.
