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Have you noticed that the brightest students you knew in school are not necessarily the ones who have gone farthest in
life? We al know some peoplewho have _ 16  1Qs, but are successful in their work, social relationships, love lives, and in
maintaining physical and mental well-being. They are much more successful than many people who have higher 1Qs. Why do

whole story, or even the most important part. A high 1Q equips us to learn from books and lectures, but it does not ensure that
weknow howto _ 19  practical lessonsfrom experience. That requires an altogether different type of intelligence.

In fact, we have two “minds’ operating all the time. Besides our rationa intelligence, we have a second kind of
intelligence, which 1Q tests do not measure. It is experiential intelligence. While the rational mind learns by abstracting and
analyzing, the experiential mind learns directly from experience. While the rational mind solves problems by using _ 20 ,
the experiential mind operates by intuitive wisdom. Both contribute to one’s successin life.
