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O decreto, de fato, ja provocou alteracdo em alguns procedimentos consulares. Antes,
brasileiros com menos de 16 anos e com mais de 65 estavam livres da entrevista no
consulado para obter um visto. Agora, para desfrutar essa facilidade, é necessario ter idade
superior a 79 anos ou inferior a 14.

Mudangcas futuras também estdo prevista, como a alteracéo de perguntas nos formulérios
de solicitagdo de visto. Mas isso ndo deve limitar a entrada de turistas e estudantes nos
Estados Unidos, na avaliagdo da advogada Ingrid Baracchini, especialista em imigracao.

Have you noticed that the brightest students you knew in school are not necessarily the ones who have gone farthest in
life? We al know some people who have IQs, but are successful in their work, social relationships, love lives, and in
maintaining physical and mental well-being. They are much more successful than many people who have higher 1Qs. Why do
“smart” people think “dumb,” and vice versa? The answer is that there is a second kind of intelligence that is unrelated to 1Q
tests, but isrelated, _ 17 , to socia skills and coping with emotions.

When people who are obviously bright get passed over for the key promotions or remain frustrated and unfulfilled in their
family lives, they naturally ask, “Where did | go wrong?’ They try to figure out where they went wrong intellectually, but that
is not where the problem _ 18 . Although a high 1Q does contribute to success in many life endeavors, it is far from the
whole story, or even the most important part. A high 1Q equips us to learn from books and lectures, but it does not ensure that
we know how to practical lessons from experience. That requires an altogether different type of intelligence.

In fact, we have two “minds’ operating all the time. Besides our rationa intelligence, we have a second kind of
intelligence, which 1Q tests do not measure. It is experiential intelligence. While the rational mind learns by abstracting and
analyzing, the experiential mind learns directly from experience. While the rational mind solves problems by using _ 20 ,
the experiential mind operates by intuitive wisdom. Both contribute to one’ s successin life.
